Cima NanoTech Wins DOE / MNI Grant to Provide Transparent Conductor for Photovoltaics


Cima NanoTech, Israel, and Integrated Photovoltaics, Inc. (IPV), San Jose, California, have been granted up to $800,000 to develop processes to produce low-cost crystalline silicon solar cells.  

Awarded through the Binational Industrial Research and Development (BIRD) Energy program, the grant will allow Cima NanoTech and Integrated Photovoltaics, Inc. to test and demonstrate a process for producing low-cost crystalline silicon solar wafers and solar cells that combines Integrated Photovoltaics low-cost high-efficiency wafer technology with Cima Nano's electrode coating process.

The merged technology matches high performance and low cost substrates from IPV with high performance and low cost front electrode technology from Cima, and targets photovoltaic materials and cell production with industry leading cost and efficiency.

The BIRD Foundation works to encourage cooperation between Israeli and American companies in the various areas of technology, and provides assistance in locating strategic partners from both countries for developing joint products. This grant, for a total project of $1.6 Million, was developed through the cooperative efforts of the Ministry of National Infrastructures of Israel and U.S. Department of Energy. 

Cima NanoTech is an advanced materials company that has developed proprietary nanomaterial technology for electronics fabrication. These materials enable increased performance in concert with faster, cleaner and cheaper manufacturing processes, resulting in more environmentally friendly, next-generation technology. 

Headquartered in St. Paul, Minnesota, Cima NanoTech has business development centers in Japan, Korea, Taiwan, and Singapore. Its wholly owned subsidiary, Cima NanoTech, Israel, Ltd., located in Caesarea, Israel, is the Company’s R&D center and production facility. Production is also done at contract manufacturing facility in Hiroshima, Japan.
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
